· I will ask my child to treat all other players, coaches, umpires, league officials, and parents with respect.

· I promise to help my child enjoy M.L.L. by being respectful to all players, coaches, umpires league officials, and parents.

· I will insist that all children play in a safe and healthy environment.

· I will demand a drug, alcohol, and tobacco-free sports environment for all children and agree to assist by refraining from their use at all M.L.L. games, practices and events.

· I will remember that Middletown Little League baseball is for children and not for adults.

· I will do all I can to make the game fun and safe for all the children involved in Middletown Little League.
